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ASH WEDNESDAY
Ash Wednesday is the first day of the holy season of Lent, during which we
prepare for the solemn celebration of Easter, the Resurrection of Jesus from
the dead. Adapting a tradition which dates back to biblical time we are
marked with ash, but in the sign of the cross. The Church calls us to
repentance, to fast, and to abstain from meat, particularly on Ash
Wednesday but also, in as much as we can, throughout Lent. Ashes will be
imposed at both Masses on Ash Wednesday, at 8.00am and 6.30pm.
