SOLEMNITIES, FEASTS AND COMMEMORATIONS

Sunday 16™ December THIRD SUNDAY OF ADVENT
(Parish Mass Book p.88)

Today, the Third Sunday of Advent, is known as “Gaudete Sunday” from the
first word of the Latin text of the Entrance Antiphon (Introit) at Mass: “Gaudete
in Domino semper: iterum dico, Gaudete!” (Rejoice in the Lord always, again I
say, rejoice! St Paul’s Letter to the Philippians, 4.4) This rejoicing is reflected in
the rose-coloured vestments worn today, whereas purple is the colour on the
other Sundays of Advent. Today is also the day we light the rose candle on the
Advent candlestand. Let us pray that we may experience the joy of knowing that
we are truly and unconditionally loved by God, for this is the joy that enables
Christians to keep their faith and rejoice even when suffering.
