Sunday 26™ May: SIXTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
(Parish Mass Book page 273)

Monday 27" May: St Augustine of Canterbury, this “Apostle of the English”
was born in the North of Italy in the early 6" century. Rather reluctantly he
obeyed the command of Pope St Gregory and set out from Rome with about 40
other Benedictine monks to begin the re-evangelisation of England. He became
the first Archbishop of Canterbury in 597.
Thursday 30" May: THE ASCENSION OF THE LORD (Holy day of
Obligation) Mass at 8.00am and 6.30pm.
Friday 31* May: The Visitation of the Blessed Virgin Mary. The Church
celebrates the visit of the Blessed Virgin Mary to her cousin Elizabeth.
Saturday 1°' June: St Justin. In the writings of this 2nd century martyr we find
some of the earliest intellectual expositions of the beliefs of Christians.
He stands for Christianity reaching out to dialogue with contemporary critics.
